Valentown Museum, originally called Valentown Hall, is just one in a cluster of historic 19th century buildings at Valentown Square. In 1879, Levi and Alanson Valentine constructed the 5-story commercial structure on a busy crossroads homestead owned by their grandfather, Ichabod Town, with hopes the property would be a stop on the Pittsburgh, Shawmut, and Northern Railroad.


The Landmark building is a rare example of 19th century architecture and has remained almost unaltered since its original construction. It is filled with a vast collection of antiques, artifacts and heirlooms from early settlers of the area.
Come, reminisce and enjoy yourself. You’ll be certain to find a treasure or two. Step back in time and find that perfect buy from the thousands of items from the past displayed on the grounds of Valentown Hall. Tour the fascinating museum and partake of the music and food.
