language.  Cyril invented an 

alphabet that allowed the na-

tive language to be written 

and both brothers taught, 

preached, and wrote in the 

Slavonic tongue.  Methodius 

translated the Bible into Sla-

vonic.

Lent continues 

We begin Ash Wednesday, 

February 17th,  with the 

Imposition of Ashes at ser-

vices held at 8:30 a.m. and 

6:00. (Remember that the 

Bishop will be with us for 

this service and a Parish 

Meeting to follow.) Each 

Sunday at 9:00 a.m. our 

Sunday School focuses on 

the Scriptures we will hear 

during the worship service.   

At 5:00 p.m. on Sundays, 

you will have the opportu-

nity to be still and know 

God through the quiet 

calmness of the Taizé Ser-

vice.  Bring a friend who 

could use a little peaceful 

mediation. 

 

Early Christians observed 

"a season of penitence and 

fasting" in preparation for 

the Paschal feast, or Pas-

cha (BCP, pp. 264-265).  

The season now known as 

Lent (from an Old English 

word meaning "spring," 

the time of lengthening 

days) has a long history. 

Originally, in places where 

Pascha was celebrated on 

a Sunday, the Paschal feast 

followed a fast of up to 

two days. In the third cen-

tury this fast was length-

ened to six days. Eventu-

ally this fast became at-

tached to, or overlapped, an-

other fast of forty days, in 

imitation of Christ's fasting in 

the wilderness.  

The forty-day fast was espe-

cially important for converts 

to the faith who were prepar-

ing for baptism, and for 

those guilty of notorious sins 

who were being restored to 

the Christian assembly. In the 

western church the forty days 

of Lent extend from Ash 

Wednesday through Holy 

Saturday, omitting Sundays. 

The last three days of Lent 

are the sacred Triduum of 

Maundy Thursday, Good 

Friday, and Holy Saturday.  

All Christians are invited 

"to the observance of a 

holy Lent, by self-

examination and repen-

tance; by prayer, fasting, 

and self-denial; and by 

reading and meditating on 

God's holy Word" (BCP, p.

Easter Sunday Services will be-

gin with Easter Sunrise at 7:00 

a.m. in the Gazebo.  Easter 

Eucharist will be celebrated on 

April 4 at 10:00 a..m.  The chil-

drenõs Easter Celebration will 

follow the service.
