But 
God thinks more of us 
than that. Many are 
called; few are chosen.

and that is also His way 
of staffing His Church. 
He tells us that He will 

call more people than 
can possibly be selected. 
The lord calls, but He 
leaves it up to us to 
choose.

Why does our Father in 
heaven so circumscribe 
His own power? What 
does it say about God, 
and what does it say 
about His Church, that 
He will not make a shep-
herd against the will of 
the sheep?

thing profound about 
what it is to be a person: 
we are valued by God, not 
for what we have done or 
what we are, but for what 
God will do with us. His 
Church, His Kingdom, will 
not be populated with the 
grudgingly obedient but 
with joyous and creative 
friends.
