• Responsible for the general management of the cabins. 

• Responsible for the supervision of the counselors. 

• Pass all necessary instructions to the counselors and campers. 

• Responsible for discipline in the cabins (times when the counselors need their assistance). 

• Should be on hand early to greet the campers and assist the registrar in assigning the    

campers to their cabins. 

• Introduce the campers to their counselors as soon as possible. 

• Available for any extra duties that may become necessary. 

• See that damage to the cabins is kept to a bare minimum and that they are kept clean and 

inspected daily. 

• Assume full responsibility for his/her decisions and actions. 

• Participate and help in the worship services. 

• Follow flow chart of authority in notifying or correcting of any problem. 

• Responsible for making sure counselors are providing spiritual guidance and care and    

praying with them around the altar. 

• Is responsible for assigning clean-up detail to counselors on a daily basis and before leaving 

camp.
