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Principle 4: Openly examine and confess my faults to myself, to God, and to someone I trust. “Happy are the pure in heart.” (Matthew 5:8)


Step 4: We made a searching and fearless moral inventory of ourselves. “Let us examine our ways and test them, and let us return to the Lord.”(Lamentations 3:40)


Although this lesson is a huge hurdle to some, I found myself embracing this principal, step and lesson with much anticipation and excitement, knowing the freedom I would gain and be victorious of the results of following through. Confessing is a long way down the hallway from denial, for me coming out of a isolated pit of ME and admitting the real deal of my life, alcoholism and all the reasons that led to this demise of mine. Telling God all my sins and sicknesses was not that hard, but confessing to others and myself that I was a drunk really was a challenging crevice to jump across and not landing back in my dark hole of self-pity. Taking a inventory of the things in my life I held so very deep that I had forgotten about them, helped bring the reality and transparency back to me I so desperately needed to overcome the walls standing in the way of a closer relationship and walk with Jesus Christ. Self-pity, resentment and raw bitterness, bluntly put; unforgiving held me a prisoner. PLEASE take the time to seriously and sincerely evaluate the people, choices and actions that so affected our lives. Write them down and be real!
