19 Australian Music Awards for creative achievements including 9 awards for 'Most Outstanding 
Instrumentalist'. Primarily a horn player, Mel plays many instruments, including guitar, saxophone, flute 
and percussion to name a few, but her preferred instrument is her 4-octave voice which she views as an 
instrument. Mel has recorded on over 16 independent releases including four solo projects.
