Speak

We are a full month into the E100 Challenge and | love what | am seeing in the lives of
families here at Morning Star Fellowship. In the youth ministry | am often referred to as the
“Bible Guy”, and as such, I've ended up fielding a large number of questions from these first
20 readings. But more than being impressed with the questions (which have been amazing).
I'm impressed by the fact that there are so many families that gather together and read the
Bible aloud. Romans 10 says that faith comes through hearing the word... How beautiful to
think of the faith imparted from parents to children as they hear the words of God spoken
these past weeks.

As I've been digging into God's word recently, the principle of Sola Scriptura keeps
coming to my mind. It is a Latin phrase from the Protestant Reformation that means
“Scripture Alone.” It is the belief that the Bible contains the only inspired and authoritative
words of God and that as a Christian it is our sole source of doctrine. There are many great
books out there on the Christian life, but none of these take the place of God's direct words.
A pastor or evangelist may say that this or that is important to God, but what is most
important is what the written word of God says about the issue. Always be careful not to let a
man's interpretation on how a Christian should live supersede the Bible's direction for your
life. In Acts chapter 17, the Bereans are commended for their diligent study of the Word and
for thoroughly checking the Scriptures every day to see if Paul was teaching truth. |
remember a teacher once telling me that you can't know if something is from God if you've
never known the truth He revealed in the Bible.

The other important aspect of Sola Scriptura is the accessible nature of the Bible's
content. That is to say that the Bible is self-interpreting and clearly expressed, meaning that
the Bible does not require a priest to interpret its words for us. Everyone who reads the Bible
has direct access to encounter the power of the inspired words of God. We can read and
understand for ourselves how God used imperfect people like Abraham and Jacob to
establish a people for Himself. We can see how God redeems the corrupt like Matthew and
restores the unfaithful like Peter. We are taught that the only mediator between God and man
is Jesus Christ. We learn that it's not because of our actions but because of faith alone that
we are saved. Thank you Lord for speaking so clearly to us!

Over the next few months, stay faithful to the
reading of the Word. Let it wash over you and renew
you. Let it build the faith in your family. Allow it to help
you to stand on the promises found in it and join us in

believing God for an amazing year.
