1.|v. 2 “Jesus Himself was not baptizing”

2.|v. 5 “the parcel of ground Jacob gave to Joseph”... “Jacob’s well was
there” 1800+ years later...

3. v. 6 “Jesus was wearied from His journey”

4.\ v. 8 “His disciples went to town to buy food”, keeping in mind recent
week’s lessons.

9.|v. 10 “the gift of God” To what gift could Jesus be referring?

6.|v. 22 “you worship that which you do not know” What all could this mean
and how might Psalm 115:1-8 add meaning?

1.|v. 22 “salvation is from the Jews”, but you don'’t need to worship in
Jerusalem...

8. v. 24 “God is spirit”

9.|v. 27 “they marveled that He was speaking to a woman”

10.|v. 39-42 “many believed because of the word of the woman...it is no

longer because of what you said that we believe, for we have heard
for ourselves and know that this... is the Savior”, what a quick
transition from relying on someone else’s testimony to owning it
themselves. How can we be more like these villagers who wanted
to experience Jesus themselves rather than relying on someone
else’s word.
