
The Gospel this week is the story 
of the Good Samaritan.  As this 
word of God unfolds in our lives, 
it asks the questions:  Have I 
ever met the Good Samaritan?  

Have I ever been the Good     
Samaritan?  These are both   
wonderful questions to ponder on 
a warm Summer day as they not 
only guide us toward the way of 

the Lord but allow us to actually 
meet God in the person of a    

caring neighbor, and encounter 
God in the generous impulses of 
our own lives.  For the busy    
person or family, the best place to 
meet God is on Vacation . . . not 
a vacation from God, but a  
vacation with God that moves us 

out of the normal routines of our 
lives.  While some claim to need a      
vacation to recover from their 
vacation, at its very best, a     
vacation is a break from the usual 

patterns and routines of our 
daily lives.  It is a deliberate and 
conscious departure from the 
ñnormalò where most of us seek 
to fill our lives with productive 

work.  It is only when we are 
away from ñworkò that we have 
the freedom and time to  
experience new things,  
encounter different places or  

explore new ideas. For priests, 
and women and men in religious 

life, church law actually directs 
us to take and annual vacation 
with God, otherwise known as a 
Retreat.  A retreat is not only a 
time to take a break from our 
normal routines, but to  
consciously spend some time 

with God exploring the always 
growing and deepening  
relationship that God offers.   
Jesus reminds us: It was not you 
who chose me, but I who chose 

you to go forth and bear fruit. 
(John 15:18)  As Summer  
unfolds, make sure you take 
some time for a vacation, or a 
least some time when you  

consciously open yourself to the 
gentle voice of God that you 
might not have heard over the 
noise of your busy life.  Time 
for God, time for prayer is  

important.  Probably the best 
reason for a vacation can be 

found in Matthewôs Gospel 
11:29 -30 where Jesus invites us 
to:  Take My yoke upon your 
shoulders and learn from Me, 
for I am gentle and humble of 
heart.  Your souls will find rest, 
for My yoke is easy and My  

burden light.
