Crumb Crust: 1 cup chocolate wafer crumbs Mix crumbs with 1/4 ¢ butter melted butter and press evenly on bottom and
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25 Large marshmallows
2/3 ¢ milk
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Filling:

1 c heavy cream, whipped
1 drop green food coloring

1/4 ¢ Creme De Menthe Syrup 2 tbsp grated baking chocolate

1/4 Créme de Cacao syrup

Cut marshmallows into quarters. Add milk and heat over low heat. Stir until marshmallows are partially melted. Remove
from heat and continue to stir until marshmallows are melted. Cool until slightly thickened. Fold in Créme de Menthe and
Creme de Cacao syrups, whipped cream and food coloring. Pour into crumb crust. Sprinkle chocolate over top. Chill for 24
hours. May be put in freezer. Place in refrigerator 45 minutes before serving.
