What a privilege to attend the 2010 Summit Teen Event in St. Charles, IL This was held April 13-15 where the high schoolers competed in games, Bible Quizzing, fine arts, and volleyball. They were challenged by Shawn Thornton to “Think right, do right, feel right” in the opening program, and Shawn used the above quoted verse at the closing – we need to keep teaching the Gospel to future generations. 120 teens received their Citation Awards, which means they have completed 10 handbooks - over 900 verses! These youth showed such great character. For example, at the beginning of the AwanaGames, there was some debris left in the carpeting, and the teens were asked to do the Sparky crawl to pick up the stuff – it was great to watch about 120 competitors willingly do so! Also, a Bible Quiz team prayed with another church’s team when one of their members wasn’t feeling well. And at the closing program 700 teens sang the Cubbie song! It is great to see the spiritual development of the youth who have attended Awana through their teen years.
Afterwards, we had a week to recuperate before heading up to Awana Headquarters for the annual Missionary Meetings. Debbie was glad to be able to experience this first hand this year. The Training Team encouraged us in our ministries, and kept us up to date on new things in Awana, which we will pass along to you. And they showed us how creative they are: ask us about Missionaryopoly!
