This comes on the heel of me re-reading ‘Be Loyal to Jesus!’ that was shared on August 3, 2010 and I must say I was blessed all over again.  It stirred me up so much in my spirit that I had to go searching for something deeper that would take me a little higher in Him something that would be an even greater blessing to you as well.

The King James Study Bible annotation and doctrinal footnote of [Gen. 1:26], says respectively: “The term image and likeness are used synonymously, and refer primarily to man’s spiritual resemblance (rationally and morally) to the Maker. God placed a great chasm between man and the beast, for only man has the capacity for eternal life, fellowship, a moral discernment, self-consciousness, speech, and worship. Even after the Fall, man retains this image of God (Gen. 9:6, James 3:9), though it has been marred.”  Further, “Man was created in both the image and likeness of God. An image is a representation or replica of one person or thing by another.  Illustration: An image may be similar but not necessarily identical to its original.  The term likeness is used as a gauge of comparison, or analogy.  When man fell, he retained an impaired image of God (Gen. 9:6).  Regaining a likeness of God is one of the accomplishments of salvation.  Our spiritual likeness is restored in justification.  Our character likeness is being continuously developed in the process of sanctification.  We will be like Christ physically when we are glorified.  Application: God’s purpose in our lives today is to conform us to the image of Christ” (Rom. 8:29).

God taking on the Person of Jesus Christ was necessary.  That was and is His expression of His unconditional love for us [John 3:16, Rom. 5:8], for mankind—the extent He was willing to go through to redeem us back to our original spiritual image of Himself.  My Lord!  Sometimes revisiting the history can reveal insight into the present and future.  Don’t take my word for it, I challenge you to re-read about the history and Person of Jesus Christ and as you do I pray God will give you even greater insight than He gave me.  Still, it’s just a drop in the bucket.  Glory to God!

Finally, I thank God for the many seasons of life.  I really do.  I am, however, coming to an end, a 7th year, of one of my seasons.
