Heavenly Perspective – Thursday, September 8, 2011

Greetings!

John 6:[35] says And Jesus said unto them, I am the bread of life: he that cometh to me shall never hunger; and he that believeth on me shall never thirst. [KJV]
The King James Study Bible (KJSB) annotation to this verse says: I am the bread of life means the bread that gives life.  The life of which He speaks is spiritual and eternal.

[26] Jesus answered them and said, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Ye seek me, not because ye saw the miracles, but because ye did eat of the loaves, and were filled. [27] Labour not for the meat which perisheth, but for that meat which endureth unto everlasting life, which the Son of man shall give unto you: for him hath God the Father sealed. [28] Then said they unto him, What shall we do, that we might work the works of God? [29] Jesus answered and said unto them, This is the work of God, that ye believe on him whom he hath sent. [30] They said therefore unto him, What sign shewest thou then, that we may see, and believe thee? what dost thou work? [31] Our fathers did eat manna in the desert; as it is written, HE GAVE THEM BREAD FROM HEAVEN TO EAT. [32] Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Moses gave you not that bread from heaven; but my Father giveth you the true bread from heaven. [33] For the bread of God is he which cometh down from heaven, and giveth life unto the world. [34] Then said they unto him, Lord, evermore give us this bread. [35] And Jesus said unto them, I am the bread of life: he that cometh to me shall never hunger; and he that believeth on me shall never thirst.
Praise God!  I got my perspective back.  As a Christ follower, it is a Heavenly Perspective that I should be looking at anyway, spiritual and eternal.  Thus, all that I do, I need to keep building it on the Rock of my salvation, Jesus Christ.  I do not have to wait until another day to start over.  I can start fresh right now with my heavenly perspective who is the Bread of Life!  Thank you Jesus!
