Revival is A’Coming! – January 9, 2012

Happy New Year To Everyone!

Revival is A’Coming! is brought to you by a culmination of many people’s conversations and today’s current events hopefully and prayerfully filtered through and by the inspiration of the Holy Spirit.
As written in 2 Timothy 3:[1] But mark this: There will be terrible times in the last days. [2] People will be lovers of themselves, lovers of money, boastful, proud, abusive, disobedient to their parents, ungrateful, unholy, [3] without love, unforgiving, slanderous, without self-control, brutal, not lovers of the good, [4] treacherous, rash, conceited, lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God— [5] having a form of godliness but denying its power. Have nothing to do with such people. [6] They are the kind who worm their way into homes and gain control over gullible women, who are loaded down with sins and are swayed by all kinds of evil desires, [7] always learning but never able to come to a knowledge of the truth. [8] Just as Jannes and Jambres opposed Moses, so also these teachers oppose the truth. They are men of depraved minds, who, as far as the faith is concerned, are rejected. [9] But they will not get very far because, as in the case of those men, their folly will be clear to everyone. [NIV] 
The King James Study Bible (KJSB) annotations states that in verses 1-4; the last days began with the birth of Christ and will culminate in Christ’s return to the earth to set up His kingdom.  The Epistles of Timothy were written by Apostle Paul to young pastor Timothy in its efforts to encourage Timothy to guard against false doctrine, to protect public worship and to develop mature leadership.  Praise the Lord!  Is this not what we are encouraged to do in and with the five-fold ministry leadership gifts towards God’s people as written in Ephesians 4?  Thank you Jesus!

Further as written in 2 Timothy 3:[16] All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting and training in righteousness, [17] so that the servant of God may be thoroughly equipped for every good work. [NIV]
The King James Study Bible (KJSB) doctrinal footnote states that in verse 16; This refers to the supernatural guidance of the writers of Scripture by the Spirit of God, so that what they wrote was the divine Word of God, transcribed accurately, reliably, and without error in the original manuscripts (“autographs”).  The word inspiration itself pictures God breathing out His Word to men.  Illustration: Not everything written by an apostle or a prophet was necessarily inspired.  Paul wrote at least three epistles to the Corinthians, but apparently only two were an inspired record (1 Cor. 5:9).  Samuel, Nathan, and Gad each wrote accounts of David’s life; only one of these prophets produced an inspired record (1 Chr. 29:29).  Application: Since the Scriptures are given to help Christians grow in maturity, they should rely upon them for doctrine, reproof, correction, and instruction in righteousness (right living). (First Reference, Gen. 1:3; Primary Reference, 2 Tim. 3:16; (cf. 2 Pet. 1:21).
This proves we are to seek God and His Word with our whole heart so that we may be able to discern in and through the Holy Spirit who is teaching, preaching, talking and living the Word of God, and that living the Word of God is doable.

Now that I have prefaced the teaching Revival is A’Coming!, I want to fuse it with this [17] For it is time for judgment to begin with God’s household; and if it begins with us, what will the outcome be for those who do not obey the gospel of God? [18] And, “If it is hard for the righteous to be saved, what will become of the ungodly and the sinner?” [19] So then, those who suffer according to God’s will should commit themselves to their faithful Creator and continue to do good. [1 Peter 4, NIV]

What we have seen to date really pales in comparison to what we will see if we do not heed to God’s warning otherwise we have not seen anything yet.  In order for revival to come, judgment must be pronounced.  Judgment forces an awareness of one’s indiscretions or sins.  Awareness of one’s indiscretions or sins should cause godly sorrow.  Godly sorrow provokes true repentance.  True repentance opens one up for true godly change.  True godly change produces a heart seeking to do God’s will.  A person seeking to do God’s will brings about a revival.  What does revival really mean renewal, revitalization, restoration, recovery, etc.  Is this not what the Body of Christ needs?  Yes!  There we have it!  Friends, Revival is A’Coming!  There are so many more people wanting to desperately change their lives, but many of us are in the way, blocking their way from getting into God’s kingdom because of our self-righteousness and pride.  Revival has to come to the Body or else we will not be ready for when Jesus comes back for us—either individually or the Rapture.
Again and last, Revival is A’Coming! means a renewal, revitalization, a restoration is coming to the Body of Christ, and do we need it!  Accountability is here to stay!  Responsibility is here to stay!  God’s Word will remain!  Get ready my Friends because Revival is A’Coming!
