The Word Made Flesh – Part 2, Protection – December 15, 2011

Greetings,

This next teaching on The Word Made Flesh, Part 2, Protection, to me overwhelming solidifies God’s original plan for a relationship between a woman and a man.

Our foundation remains: In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth. [John 1:1, 14]
Luke described the angel’s discourse with Mary in Luke 1:26-38.  Matthew describes the angel’s discourse with Joseph.

Now the birth of Jesus Christ was on this wise: When as his mother Mary was espoused to Joseph, before they came together, she was found with child of the Holy Ghost. Then Joseph her husband, being a just man, and not willing to make her a public example, was minded to put her away privily. But while he thought on these things, behold, the angel of the LORD appeared unto him in a dream, saying, Joseph, thou son of David, fear not to take unto thee Mary thy wife: for that which is conceived in her is of the Holy Ghost. And she shall bring forth a son, and thou shalt call his name JESUS: for he shall save his people from their sins. Now all this was done, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken of the Lord by the prophet, saying, Behold, a virgin shall be with child, and shall bring forth a son, and they shall call his name Emmanuel, which being interpreted is, God with us. Then Joseph being raised from sleep did as the angel of the Lord had bidden him, and took unto him his wife: And knew her not till she had brought forth her firstborn son: and he called his name JESUS. [Matthew 1:18-25]
Man!  That was sweet!  I had not seen this passage as beautiful before until now.  God used Mary and Joseph as one of the most beautiful love stories of all time.  God showed Joseph’s heart towards Him and God showed Joseph’s heart towards Mary.  Even further, Joseph obviously respected Mary from the beginning by being engaged to her without becoming intimate with her.  Help us Jesus!  They did it the right way!

I am sure Joseph was baffled by Mary’s pregnancy, and what he should have done about it.  But God!  God sent an angel to Joseph to ease his mind, to let him know that Mary’s pregnancy was by the Holy Ghost [and not another man].  Mary was faithful to him!  Praise God.  And if we read the Word after that, Joseph did everything he was told to do to protect Mary and to protect that unborn child.  Glory to God!

God gave both of them revelation through the angels.  They were on the same page!  This did not mean they did not have trouble in their marriage, because they did.  Just when they thought, they were safe; God would send an angel to tell them to move it!  Why?  What Mary was carrying was a world changer.  What we carry in our wombs are world changers also.  Our children need us as parents to protect them especially when they cannot protect themselves.

My take home message is found in these two scriptures:

 1 John 3:8b For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that he might destroy the works of the devil.  AND

Romans 15:4 For whatsoever things were written aforetime were written for our learning, that we through patience and comfort of the scriptures might have hope.
We cannot return into our mother’s womb to make things right that we have wronged, but we can read God’s Word, pray to God, meditate on God’s Word, have a sincere desire to want to really know Him, and what He wants from our lives.  We can do this.  God is protecting us from things seen and unseen even without having Him as our Savior and Lord.  What more will He protect us from if we belong to Him?  The more we know about our God, the more empowered we will be, the more effective we will be against our adversary the devil, the more works that will be destroyed that he places in our lives.  Why?  Because we will be learning, who we are and to whom we belong.  Glory to God!

Hosea 4:6 says My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge: because thou hast rejected knowledge, I will also reject thee, that thou shalt be no priest to me: seeing thou hast forgotten the law of thy God, I will also forget thy children. 

As long as we reject God and His Word, we will not ever grow into what God has preordained us to become from the foundation of this world.  When we reject God’s Word, we are rejecting God Himself, because God is His Word.
