Your Will Lord! – Friday, September 16, 2011
Friends!

My foundation and position is the Holy Bible.  I believe In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. The same was in the beginning with God. All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was made. In him was life; and the life was the light of men. And the light shineth in darkness; and the darkness comprehended it not. [John 1:1-5, KJV]

Titus 2:[1] But speak thou the things which become sound doctrine: [2] That the aged men be sober, grave, temperate, sound in faith, in charity, in patience. [3] The aged women likewise, that they be in behaviour as becometh holiness, not false accusers, not given to much wine, teachers of good things; [4] That they may teach the young women to be sober, to love their husbands, to love their children, [5] To be discreet, chaste, keepers at home, good, obedient to their own husbands, that the word of God be not blasphemed. [6] Young men likewise exhort to be sober minded. [7] In all things shewing thyself a pattern of good works: in doctrine shewing uncorruptness, gravity, sincerity, [8] Sound speech, that cannot be condemned; that he that is of the contrary part may be ashamed, having no evil thing to say of you. [KJV].
This is one of the most preached about passage of scripture in some religious circles.  How does one really achieve this level of conformity as a Christian? The King James Study Bible (KJSB) labels this passage as ‘domestic regulations.’  To me, this means, this is how I am to live at home.  Wow!  This is easier, said than done!  Why is this easier said than done for many including myself?  I do not claim to have all the answers, but God does.

I realize there really is good in everyone regardless how one behaves.

Foundational Truth: Genesis 1:[26] And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth. [27] So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he them. [31b] And God saw every thing that he had made, and, behold, it was very good. 

Therefore, there is good in everyone of us because of how He created us in the beginning fashioning us after Him in character. 
What causes us to act opposite of good?

Foundational Truth: Genesis 3:[1] Now the serpent was more subtil than any beast of the field which the LORD God had made. And he said unto the woman, Yea, hath God said, Ye shall not eat of every tree of the garden? [2] And the woman said unto the serpent, We may eat of the fruit of the trees of the garden: [3] But of the fruit of the tree which is in the midst of the garden, God hath said, Ye shall not eat of it, neither shall ye touch it, lest ye die. [4] And the serpent said unto the woman, Ye shall not surely die: [5] For God doth know that in the day ye eat thereof, then your eyes shall be opened, and ye shall be as gods, knowing good and evil. [6] And when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was pleasant to the eyes, and a tree to be desired to make one wise, she took of the fruit thereof, and did eat, and gave also unto her husband with her; and he did eat. [7] And the eyes of them both were opened, and they knew that they were naked; and they sewed fig leaves together, and made themselves aprons.
They had other choices for this situation. They chose their will, rather than the will of God.  Thus, the door of sin was open to mankind. Mankind still retained an impaired image of God.  Again, we are to exemplify a doorway to Christ rather than serve as a doormat. 

How do we become reconciled back to God? 
Foundational Truth: John 3:[16] For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life. [17] For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that the world through him might be saved.  Romans 5:[8] But God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us. Ephesians 2:[1] And you hath he quickened, who were dead in trespasses and sins; [2] Wherein in time past ye walked according to the course of this world, according to the prince of the power of the air, the spirit that now worketh in the children of disobedience: [3] Among whom also we all had our conversation in times past in the lusts of our flesh, fulfilling the desires of the flesh and of the mind; and were by nature the children of wrath, even as others. [4] But God, who is rich in mercy, for his great love wherewith he loved us, [5] Even when we were dead in sins, hath quickened us together with Christ, (by grace ye are saved;) [6] And hath raised us up together, and made us sit together in heavenly places in Christ Jesus: [7] That in the ages to come he might shew the exceeding riches of his grace in his kindness toward us through Christ Jesus. [8] For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God: [9] Not of works, lest any man should boast.  Romans 5:[9] Much more then, being now justified by his blood, we shall be saved from wrath through him. [10] For if, when we were enemies, we were reconciled to God by the death of his Son, much more, being reconciled, we shall be saved by his life. [11] And not only so, but we also joy in God through our Lord Jesus Christ, by whom we have now received the atonement. 2 Corinthians 5:[17] Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new. [18] And all things are of God, who hath reconciled us to himself by Jesus Christ, and hath given to us the ministry of reconciliation; [19] To wit, that God was in Christ, reconciling the world unto himself, not imputing their trespasses unto them; and hath committed unto us the word of reconciliation.  Colossians 1:[20] And, having made peace through the blood of his cross, by him to reconcile all things unto himself; by him, I say, whether they be things in earth, or things in heaven. [21] And you, that were sometime alienated and enemies in your mind by wicked works, yet now hath he reconciled [22] In the body of his flesh through death, to present you holy and unblameable and unreproveable in his sight.
Yep! God requires a lot from us! God is a faithful God though.  He knows it takes time for us to grow out of a lot of stuff we have been exposed to.  God knows we have opened doors we did not even know we opened.  God knows us better than we know ourselves.  God merely desires for us to choose His Will over our will especially as we learn more of what His Will is and can learn to appreciate His Will is better than our will until we learn how to flow in the Holy Spirit more and more.  Reading God’s Word will help us to discover His Will and His Way.
Conclusion: God’s Word offers solutions to His Will for every area and for every situation of our lives.  I dare you to sincerely, inundate your mind with His Word.  If you are serious, change will began to occur in your thought life, AND your life will be shaken to pieces where He is not a part of your life.  And it will be at that point, you should ask Him to come in to become Lord over that area.  I encourage you to continue that process as you will experience transformation from your will to His Will.  As a matter of fact, you will begin to desire God’s Will more and more, and as you do, peace will become a part of your life.  God will place a support system in your life, and as you walk in God’s Will, you will start to live Titus 2 because you will began to share your testimony of how God is transforming your life.  Last, even in the face of serious persecution, Jesus offered a great sacrifice for mankind Then cometh Jesus with them unto a place called Gethsemane, and saith unto the disciples, Sit ye here, while I go and pray yonder. And he went a little farther, and fell on his face, and prayed, saying, O my Father, if it be possible, let this cup pass from me: nevertheless not as I will, but as thou wilt. [Matthew 26: 36, 39].  Jesus was the Perfect Example and the Greatest Teacher of all time!  I encourage us all to allow His Perfect Will to be done in our lives instead of what we think…His Way and His Will is sooooo much better!
