Camille Wise
Living In Obedience To God

I was born and raised in San Francisco
and graduated from Sacred Heart
Cathedral College Preparatory. After
high school graduation, I attended and
graduated from San Diego State
University with a BA in Psychology.
"Something" told me that I might
want to keep on with my education,
but I ignored it and decided to start
working instead. After returning to
San Francisco, I began my professional
career in the public sector with various
community-based organizations prior

to being hired by the San Francisco
Mayor's Office of Children, Youth and
Their Families where I worked for
seven years as a planner and policy
analyst managing city-wide initiatives.

In 2001, I was newly married and
expecting my first child later that year.
We had just purchased a brand new
home in Sacramento and I had been
promoted to management at the
Mayor's office. I based my success on
how much money I was making and
not on my personal and professional
growth, nor on fulfilling a Godly
purpose.

At that time, I had no desire to go to
graduate school to pursue a Master’s
degree and I was not in church. However,
"something" was still telling me that I
should think about going to graduate
school, but I wasn't considering what
God's plan was for me. I was only
considering how much I could earn
and spend at will without a real plan
for the future; and certainly not for
what challenges were to come. I now
realize that the "something” was the Holy
Spirit and that I was being disobedient
to God's ultimate plan for me.

In 2003, my family and I moved into
our big, new home in Sacramento, but
my husband and I still worked in San
Francisco. We commuted every day
leaving our house as early as 4 am, and
sometimes wouldn't get home until
after 8 PM. Again, my quality of life
was based on how big my house was
and how nice my new car was, not my
financial or job security.

In 2004, there was a new mayor in
office and impending budget cuts and
layofts were announced. I was preg-
nant with our second child, or rather
children, as we had just found out that
we would be having twins. Although I
had been reassured that I had nothing

to worry about, [ was called into my
supervisor's office, the day before my
planned maternity leave for my twins,
and was told that I was being laid off.
Even though I had been commuting as
much as 6 hours roundtrip a day while
pregnant with twins and with a scream-
ing 2 year old in the backseat, and I had
been a model employee for several years,
that still wasn't enough to keep me from
getting laid off. T was in total shock and
couldn't really comprehend what that
meant for me and my family because I
had planned to be out on maternity
leave for 6 months anyway. I didn't
worry at first, I thought that because I
had a strong resume and some money
saved in the bank that it would be easy
for me to find a job in Sacramento.

I couldn't have been more wrong...I was
completely overwhelmed with the twins
and my 2 year old and found little time
to search for work. When I did find
time for job search, I found that I got
more rejection letters than interviews,
and I became very frustrated and
discouraged. Iwas unemployed for
more than 14 months before I got hired
by Sacramento County and then the
City of Sacramento.

I didn't really enjoy the work, but
because money was so tight and I wasn't
qualified for the same level of manage-
ment position I had held in San Fran-
cisco due to lack of a Master’s Degree, |
accepted jobs I didn't really want.

To make matters worse, the cost of child
care for three children was almost as
much as what [ was making. I decided
to reevaluate my situation and consider
something else besides money. I realized
that in order for me to have financial and
job security I needed to continue on
with my education and pursue my
Master’s Degree.

A New Doctor in the House

Jeanne M. Taylor was born into a
Christian family, raised in Sacra-
mento, and graduated from Bishop
Manogue High School. As a young
girl, she dreamed of becoming a
physician. Her mother, Gertrude
Jackson, the second African Ameri-
can Registered Nurse in Sacramento,
was a major influence in Jeanne’s
desire to pursue a medical education.
Jeanne enjoyed science classes and,
after high school, attended the
University of California at Davis
(UCD). During her college years,
she discovered that she also enjoyed
business and political science which
inspired the design of her degree in
Health Care Administration. After

graduating with a Bachelor of Science
degree in 1987, she chose to work
instead of continuing on to medical
school.

Over the next 17 years, Jeanne worked
in various administrative and legislative
functions for UCD, Foundation
Health Plan/Healthnet, the California
(CA) Department of Transportation,
CA Department of Health Services,
CA Department of Corrections, and
the First 5 California Children &
Families Commission. Although
Jeanne’s work experiences were varied
and afforded her adequate compensa-
tion and benefits, she felt unfulfilled
and stifled. During this time, she asked
God to reveal His plan for her life and
the spirit led her to revisit the idea of
becoming a physician. At first, the
idea was dismissed as some childhood
fantasy resurfacing as a mid-life crisis.
She questioned the magnitude of
responsibility and refused to believe
that God would want her to embark
upon such an arduous life-altering
journey. Eventually, she embraced
what God had revealed to her in
Proverbs 3:5-6, to “trust in the Lord
with all your heart, and lean not unto
your own understanding. In all your
ways, acknowledge him, and he will
direct your path”.

After four years of medical school,
Jeanne will be conferred the degree of
Doctor of Osteopathic Medicine (DO)
from the Virginia College of Osteo-
pathic Medicine (VCOM) in Blacks-
burg, Virginia on June 7th, 2008. The
designation of DO, like a Medical
Doctor (MD), is a complete physician
licensed by state and specialty boards
to perform surgery and prescribe
medication. Unlike MD’s, DO’s
receive extra training in osteopathic
manipulative treatment (OMT) which
allows for the ability to use their hands

to diagnose and treat injury and illness.
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Dr. Taylor attributes her success to her
faith in Jesus Christ and the loving
support of her Christian husband,
John. She began frequently visiting
Antioch about 5 years ago, but due to
relocation for medical school, did not
become a member until the fall of
2007. Dr. Taylor is also a mother to 3
adult children: Sakari, Ronnie, Randy;
2 teenaged children: Kyla and Myles;
mother-in-law to Carlos; and grand-
mother to Milagros. Jeanne is also a
member of many honorary
medical/professional societies as well as
community service organizations

On June 21, 2008, Dr. Taylor will
begin her three year specialty training
in Internal Medicine at a residency
program in Portland, Oregon while
her husband John and children will
remain in California. Dr. Taylor plans
to visit her family and Antioch as often
as her schedule allows. Upon comple-
tion of her residency program, she
intends on returning to the Northern
California area to begin practice as
either a primary care or hospitalist
physician.
