Many in the mountains will only have opportunity to eat rice in a given 

day.  A great deal of the children are malnourished.  We have been 

placed in a unique position to assist.

Through the assistance of Gleanings for the Hungry and Christians in 

Action Missions International , we are able to start a feeding program 

in the mountain church.  We fed close to 60 people last week and close 

to 40 this morning.

In a week we will commence a program where a daily feeding program 

will be operated out of the mountain church providing one hot meal a 

day to the children of the area.  We anticipate feeding 50 

children each day.

Gleanings for the Hungry provides the dehydrated food for 

free.  All we pay for is the shipping.  It cost $86.00 to ship one 

box of 41 bags of food.  Each box provides over 9000 servings.  

This means each serving is less than one cent each!

As I write this I am listening to yet another band 

of rain whipping around the tropical storm that 

lingers in the area.
