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Monday we fed close to fifty 

malnourished children and 

will continue to do so on a 

daily basis as long as the 

food is made available to us.

We would like to thank 

Gleanings for the Hungry 

near Fresno, California for 

providing the food.  We would also like to thank the Kalipay 
Foundation in Bacolod City for funding the shipment of 12 boxes.  A 

special thank you to Carol for also providing the funds to ship an 

additional 12 boxes.

Once all shipments arrive we will have in excess of 228,000 servings 
of nutritious food to provide to malnourished children in the impoverished 

areas of the Philippines.

Future plans include starting multiple feeding sites where we can reach out 

to over 200 children a day.

The first batch of dehydrated food arrived and we commenced the

feeding program in the mountains.  It is amazing what we are able to 

do with the donation provided by Gleanings for the Hungry .
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met up with Angel.  Jim and Marilou tended to the logistical needs of the 

family to include transporting them from the mountains into the city and 

setting up doctor appointments, scheduling operating rooms, laboratory 

work, etc.

As soon as the bandages are removed we will send updated pictures of 

her so you can share in the miracle of this process.

We met Angel in the mountains about six weeks ago.  She had a golf 

ball sized cyst under her eye.  Jim Custer, an American who assist us in 

ministry outreaches, partnered with us in raising the resource to assist 
Angel in getting her condition corrected.
