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Hebrews 3:1 – 4:13 ~ Christ Is Superior to Moses
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In this next large section, the AH moves on to the argument of Christ’s superiority over the revered Moses, who was highly regarded by the Jews.  In Israel’s history, Moses was a unique leader who had privileges unlike some of the other leaders of the nation.  Part of the problem with these Hebrew Christians was a reverting back to the Law as being superior to Christ.

1. How did the Sunday sermon teach you/challenge you/convict you? (James 1:22)
2. In 3:1-6, the AH compares and contrasts the superiority of Jesus Christ to the revered Moses.
a. In 3:1-4, in what ways is Jesus Christ superior to Moses and his earthly ministry?

b. In 3:5-6, what is the fundamental different between the person of Christ and the person of Moses?

3. In 3:7-19, having shown that Christ was superior to Moses, the AH pauses to warn against a similar lapse of faith from Christ as was demonstrated in the days of Moses with Israel.

a. What lessons should we learn from Israel’s failures in vv. 7-11?

b. From this section, what is the “rest” the AH speaks about? (cf. v. 11)

c. Summarize in your own words the warning from 3:12-13?  In what ways can a believer practically apply this warning to their life?

d. In 3:14-15, is “holding fast” the means to our salvation?  In other words, are we saved by our perseverance?  Why or why not?

e. According to 3:18-19, what is the source of disobedience?  What was the reason why the Israelites were not able to enter?

4. In 4:1-11, the AH continues his warning with an emphasis on the danger of missing God’s rest which He has provided.  (Note:  This section is rather intensive.  Take the time to really think through what the AH is saying and follow his logical argument as closely as possible.)
a. In 4:2, the AH gives one of the fundamental reasons for why the unbelieving Israelites failed to enter God’s rest.  What was this reason and what might this look like in a person’s life today?
b. According to verse 9, what is the “Sabbath rest” that remains for God’s people?

c. What might the “diligence” of v. 11 look like in a genuine believer?

5. Hebrews 4:12-13 emphasizes the accountability which comes to those who have heard God’s truth.  In what ways does the AH describe the scrutinizing effects of God’s Word and the accountability it brings into our lives?  How might a believer apply these verses to his/her life?
6. God has called us to be “doers of the word, and not merely hearers” (James 1:22).  As you have studied this chapter, what application(s) has God laid on your heart?
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
