Hebrews 9-10 ~ The Old versus the New
For the Week of November 29th, 2009
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In chapters 9-10, the AH outlines for his audience the reasons why the New Covenant promises enacted by Jesus Christ are far better than those of the Old Covenant.
1. How did the Sunday sermon teach you/challenge you/convict you? (James 1:22)
[For the introduction to Melchizedek, read Genesis 14 and Psalm 110:4 to get the historical background and his relationship to Abraham.]

2. In 9:1-10, the AH describes the worship rituals involved with the O.T. tabernacle.  What were these rituals like according to these verses?

3. In 9:11-14, in what ways is Christ’s high priestly sacrifice far superior to that of the O.T. high priest?

4. In 9:15-22, the AH demonstrates why Christ’s sacrifice was so necessary.  Next to each of the verses, write down the reason why this was so:

a. v. 15 ~ 

b. vv. 16-18 ~ 

c. vv. 19-22 ~ 

5. In 9:23-28, in what ways is Christ described as the “perfect sacrifice?”  In other words, how is His sacrifice far superior to that of animals?

6. In 10:1-4, the AH gives reasons for why the O.T. sacrifices were insufficient.  List as many as you can from these verses.

7. In 10:5-18, the AH compares and contrasts the O.T. priests and the Great High Priest, Jesus Christ.  List as many of these contrasts as you can find.
8. In 10:19-25, the AH gives 3 exhortations based on the believers’’ newfound access to God through the Mediator, Jesus Christ.  What are they and how can you apply them to your relationship with God?

c. vv. 24-25

9. In 10:26-31, the AH gives the 4th warning from the book.

a. Based on this passage, what are the “signs” of someone who is falling away from the Lord?

b. What is the great judgment to those who continue to ignore God’s warnings?

10. God has called us to be “doers of the word, and not merely hearers” (James 1:22).  As you have studied this chapter, what application(s) has God laid on your heart?
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
