WISEPlace Celebrates 85th Year of Serving Women

Santa Ana, CA, July 29, 2009 – WISEPlace, a transitional housing program that assists destitute and homeless women in Orange County regain their independence and return to the community, celebrated its 85th year serving women on Monday, July 27, 2009.  The celebration was part of the organization’s Annual Meeting where the accomplishments of the year were highlighted and goals for the future were announced.

In addition, WISEPlace honored long time supporters Patty and Paul McDonald, owners of Saf-T-Co Supply Co. in Santa Ana, with the Lukens Legacy Award.  This award is presented to an individual or couple who have given financially, of their time and perhaps most importantly from their heart to WISEPlace.  The WISEPlace Board of Directors initiated the Lukens Legacy Award in October of 2003 and gave the first award to Marjorie Fluor Moore for her long-time involvement with the “Y” and WISEPlace.

Patty and Paul McDonald exemplify the spirit of this award.  They have supported WISEPlace financially, attended special events and have gotten their children involved in supporting WISEPlace.  They have hired WISEPlace residents in their business, and have referred employees and others they knew were in need to WISEPlace.  Last year, they chaired WISEPlace’s annual “A Home for the Holidays” fundraiser.  Patty and Paul McDonald were in attendance to receive their award.

About WISEPlace

WISEPlace has an 85 year history of offering resources for Orange County women and children, initially as the South Orange County YWCA.  Since 1987, the agency has provided housing and support services for homeless women.  WISEPlace meets basic needs such as housing, food, clothing, physical and emotional nourishment, as well as vocational and life-skills training.  The Hotel for Women is one of the only transitional housing programs in Orange County that accepts women who do not have dependent children with them. A WISEPlace second stage program, Positive Step, provides extended housing for up to two years for program graduates.
