KENYA
Stu and Linda Ross of the Outreach Foundation led 
mission teams from our church in 2006, 2008 and 
2010. Our congregation has engaged directly with this 
mission, having sent nearly 25 local church members 
to Kenya. Gifts to the Outreach Foundation will be 
used to construct and furnish churches and schools.
